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'DIOCESAN JUBILEE

FIFTY YEARS AGO

Fifty years ago the Diocese of Fond
du Lac was organized by a small band of
priests and laymen who were devoted
to the building up of the Church in
Wisconsin.

It was a pioneer and missionary work,
and was an undertaking of faith and
courage. After securing the consent of
the General Convention, the Diocese
elected two bishops who declined the
office. As Dr. Durlin said, ‘“They came
and looked on us, and passed by on the
other side.”” Bishop Brown, howexer,
was of more heroic mould.

He accepted the election and became
the devoted pioneer Bishop of northern
Wisconsin. After touring the new juris-
diction, Bishop Brown decided upon
Fond du Lac as his see city and St.
Paul’s Church became the Cathedral
Church of the Diocese.

The Church has grown in this time .

from 18 priests to 45 and from 1341
communicants to 6000. Many churches,
rectories, vicarages and parish houses
have been erected. The value of the
property has increased to $1,367,000.00.

St. PauL’s CATHEDRAL CHURCH.

The parish Church of St. Paul, in the
city of Fond du Lae, had been a frame
wooden building on the corner of Follett
and Banister Street, where the Fond du
Lac Children’s Home now stands.
Shortly before the arrival of the new
Bishop, the new Stone Church was
erected on its present location. This
building was burned in 1885, and was
rebuilt and enlarged to its present size
in following years. With the coming of
Bishop Grafton, an active period of
building of churches and vicarages was
inaugurated throughout the Diocese.
The Cathedral fabric had already been
erected, but Bishop Grafton carried on
the work of ornamentation, so that
today, St. Paul’s Cathedral is famous
throughout the world for the beauty of
its wood carving. The sanctuary is as
beautiful, proportionate and dignified,
- for its size, as any cathedral in the
world. The mural paintings were the
work of Miss Anna Upjohn, a niece of
Bishop Brown, and the wood carving was
done by the Austrian wood carvers, who
did the work in this country. People
ecome from all parts of the country to

visit our Cathedral. The Editors of two
New York Church papers recently made
a pilgrimage to Fond du Laec, and
declared that the Cathedral is very
beautiful.

A further interesting fact is that our
Cathedral was one of the first if not the
first Cathedral in America. Chicago
erected a cathedral about the same time
but the Chicago Cathedral burned down
a number of years ago, and has never
been rebuilt, so we can claim the honor
of the oldest Cathedral in America, that
is standing today. This makes us very
venerable, until we think of the age of
the Cathedrals of Europe. Then we are
young indeed.

OrHER CATHEDRALS

Following the precedent of Fond du
Lac, a number of other beautiful but
relatively small cathedrals have been
built, notably those of Cleveland, Detroit,
Denver.

Now a new era of Cathedral building
has begun, and we shall see some really
great Cathedrals, such as are common
in England and on the continent. New
York has been building her cathedral
for many years, and has already spent
some six millions upon it. Bishop
Manning is now initiating a drive for
the completion of the cathedral at an
additional cost of fifteen millions.
Washington has a plan perhaps not quite
8o expensive, but equally imposing and
beautiful in design. Both the New York
and the Washington Cathedrals are being
built on the summit of a hill, where
they will have a commanding view of
the country for miles about.

TaE RATIONALE OF CATHEDRALS

Why build Cathedrals? Why not use
the money for hospitals, schools,
churches, parish houses, all over the
land? Certainly build churches, parish
houses, schools and hospitals. Until
very recently all of the schools and even
today most of the hospitals are built
by the Churches. But in addition to
these it is the genius of the Christian
Church to build great Cathedrals also,
which are the concrete embodiment of
the unity of the Church’s organization
and of the fact that the Bishop is the
center of the Church’s life.

In other words, we build Cathedrals
because we are Episcopalians. It is the

Bishop who represents the Apostolic
authority, the wvalidity of the sacra-
ments and ministry, the historic con-
tinuity of faith and organization, and
our rightful place in the Holy Catholie
Church throughout the world. The
Cathedral is the outward embodiment
and expression of diocesan unity without
which there can be no substantial life
or growth.

A CENTER OF WORSHIP

The Christians inherited from the
Jews the idea of a great central temple
where all the people of the surrounding
country might gather from time to time
for acts of corporate worship. So each
Cathedral became the center for the
worship -of the Diocese, In great cities
such as New York and Washington, the
whole diocese will gather frequently for
worship. In a rural diocese such as ours,
where we are scattered over large ter-
ritory, it is hard for our people to meet
together, and get the inspiration that
comes from the vivid unity and com-
munion of a large group. As a result,
we lose the help and joy that should
be a part of our religious life. But now
we are going to get together. We are
going to celebrate the Fiftieth Year of
our Diocesan life, and if only once in
fifty years, we shall as Churchmen
gather in our Cathedral, with our Bishop,
and join our voices and our hearts, our
hymns and prayers in one great service
of thanksgiving.

Our JUBILEE

We must not let the opportunity slip
by for the gathering together as a Church
and a Diocese. We cannot wait for
another fifty years. This is the year of
Jubilee, and we must begin at once to
lay our plans for an adequate -cele-
bration. We must gather all the clergy,
all the vestries, representatives from all
the guilds, the Sunday Schoolg, the Men’s
Clubs, the Auxiliaries, the Brotherhoods,
every society and guild in the Diocese
must plan to send as many delegates as
possible to attend the great Jubilee Ser-
vice which will be held on the evening
of June 8, and on the morning of June 9.
The full program will continue over two
days.

It will be announced in detail in our
next issue. Let us all begin now to

Under the plan of the Department of
Publicity, heads of departments are now
being considered as associate editors and
columns pertaining to their respective
departments will be published under their
names. However, if you have items
pertaining to special departments this
need not preclude your sending them
direct to the office of publication.

We have little news of diocesan
chapters of National church organ-
izations, or even of local parish organ-
izations apart from that which may come
from the Pastor. Presidents of Guiids,
Brotherhoods, Men’s Clubs, etc., are
invited to correspond with the Editor
and furnish news of any and all specia
activities. ,

The Council

- DIOCESE BEGINS 50TH YEAR

Bishop Weller Fixes Week of June 8th to
13th for Jubilee Celebration.

* Venerable Prelate Begins 25th Year in
Episcopate.

Approximately 150 clergymen and
laymen from all the parishes and missions
in the Fond du Lac Diocese .of the
Episcopal Church were present at the
annual diocesan meeting which opened
at the cathedral this morning at 9:30
o’clock with the Conciliar Mass.

The Rt. Rev. R. H. Weller was celeb-
rant. He was assisted by Fr. Stanton,
of Sheboygan Falls, as master of cere-
monies, Fr. Francis G. Parker, of St.
John’s Church at Shawano, as deacon,
and Fr. Carl W. Bothe, of the Church
of The Intercession at Stevens Point,
as sub-deacon.

The service this morning included the
annual address of Bishop Weller in which
the work of the diocese during 1924 was
reviewed. Mass was concluded at 11:15
o’clock, and the business meeting got
under way immediately after.

The report of the committee on cre-
dentials and the roll call of the lay dele-
gates was accomplished by noon. The
meeting adjourned at this hour for
luncheon at the parish house.

The business meeting was continued
throughout the afternoon.

A men’s dinner at the Hotel Retlaw
concluded the annual meeting. The
meeting is a joint gathering of the mens’
clubs of the Fox River Valley. The mens’
clubs of the cathedral had charge of the
arrangements for the affair.

The Rev. Frank Wilson, of Eau
Claire, was the speaker of the evening.

The Bishop's Address

“Dear Reverend Brethren, and
Brethren of the Laity in Council. Again
it is my high privilege to welcome you
at this solemn celebration of the Holy
Eucharist in thanksgiving for God’s
many blessings to us as a diocese and to
invoke the guidance of the Holy Spirit
on our deliberations in Council and His
blessing on al our work during the coming
year.,

“And I first would call your attention
to the fact that the Council of the Diocese
of Milwaukee is also in session this
morning and that its pre-eminent work
will be the election of a Bishop-Co-
adjutor. We are of course especially
interested in our sister diocese and we all
desire greatly the election of one who
will be a true assistant to the noble and
well loved Bishop Webb during the even-
tide of his life, and a worthy successor
when his work here is done. I therefore
ask your earnest prayers for the Divine
guidance for the Council of the Diocese
of Milwaukee and I also suggest that you

;.| authorize me to telegraph the Bishop

‘and Council of that Diocese of our deep
interest and prayers.

“It gives me great pleasure to record
that Thursday of last week, the 22nd,
the clergy and laity of the Diocese of
Northern Indiana in Council assembled
elected Rev. Campbell Gray, Bishop
Coadjutor of that Diocese, to assist the
aged Rt. Rev. John H. Brown, D.D.,
during his declining years and succeed
him in the end. I have personally no
doubt that this election will be confirmed
by the National Church and his long
service as Vicar of Rhinelander, his
many years of faithful work in this
diocese, the sincere respect and deep
devotion which we here all bear him,
suggest that this Council authorized
your bishop to send him a telegram of
affectionate greeting and the assurance
of our prayers here today.

“Wednesday, May 14th, in St. Paul’s
Church, Springfield, Illinois, it was my
high privilege to assist the Most Rev.
the Presiding Bishop in the Consecration
to the Episcopate of the Rt. Rev. John
Chandler White, D.D., as Bishop of
Springfield. Bishop White’s many years
of faithful and devoted work as Arch-
deacon of Springfield marked him out for
that position and especially fits him for
its great duties.

“Friday, June 6th, in St. Boniface’s
Church, Chilton, I ordained Rev. Harold
Regdvers Carter as Deacon. He was
presented by the vicar, Rev. Francis P.
Keicher.

“June 15th, Trinity Sunday, I or-
dained Rev. Almon Robert Pepper, M
A., to the sacred Priesthood. The
ordination was in Grace Church, Sheboy-
gan, in which parish he was born, and he
was presented by Rev. A. Parker Curtiss,
rector of the parish, who six years before
had recommended him to me for admis-
sion as a Postulant for Holy Orders.
Rev. Fr. Pepper is taking a year’s post
graduate work at the General Theo-
logical Seminary, New York City, but
I am hoping for his return this coming
summer, for work in this diocese. .

Begins 25th Year

“By God’s good grace, I have begun
my twenty-fiftth year in the Episcopate.
I have ordained many young men to
the Priesthood, many more than falls
to the lot of most of our bishops. A
majority of these young men come from
the older and stronger dioceses, drawn
by the eminence our diocese has attained
and the noble work we have to offer
them notwithstanding our meager cler-
ical incomes. It is always a privilege to
ordain to the Priesthood, but I venture to
think it especially so when the young
man is ordained in the parish in which he
is born and baptized in infancy. The
parish itself cannot but understand that
it has made a very real offering of its
best to our Lord, and cannot but receive
a special blessing. The young man, born
and reared in Wisconsin appreciates our
people and has had special opportunities
in his formative years of learning to.
understand them, their dispositions, their
prejudices, their needs and their splendid
possibilities. I wish, dear Reverend
Brethren to lay this on your hearts,
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that you seek out and develop among the
boys and the young men in your several
cures vocations for this great dignity
of Priesthood which the Lord Christ in
His goodness has committed to us as
our very real part in carrying on the
work of the Incarnate God. We often
say to our Laymen, and not too often,
that in making their wills they ought
to provide money for the Church that
she may not miss their financial support
when they have passed from this world.
But it seems to me that the obligation
is even stronger for us Priests, as far as
lies in each of us, to see that we provide
some one to take the Lord’s Chalice
when our own hands can no longer hold
it.

“In this connection, I would call your
attention, both priests and laymen, to
the Ember Days. There are few of the
Church’s holy seasons which receive as
little attention, and this I fear con-
stitutes one of our serious weaknesses.
Occurring during one week in each of
the four seasons, they are days ‘on which
the Church requires such a measure of
abstinence as is more especially suited
to extraordinary acts and exercises of
devotion’. This last phrase, as you will
recall, is quoted from the prayer book.
Is it a description of the manner in which
Reverend Brethren, we observe these
days and by word and example teach our
people to observe them? Even apart
from higher and holier considerations,
we have a special and personal, I had
almost said a selfish interest in the
matter, for the Ember Days are designed
as days of prayer for the clergy. What

a powerful thing it would be if on these -

twelve days each year our priests were
.in church, with even a few of the more
devoted to our people, praying for your
Bishop, for the priests of the diocese
and for our boys and young men just
feeling the first impulse of that Divine
drawing to consecrate themselves a
whole-burnt offering to the Priestly
work of the Incarnate Son of God.

“Cannot we begin with the Lenten
Ember Days and then all the Ember
Days in their quarterly rotation, sum-
moning our people to prayer for us,
using the Collect for the Consecration
of Bishops with special thought for your
own Bishop, the Collect for the Ord-
ination of Priests with special intention
for our brethren in this diocese, and
then the special Ember Day Collect
for our boys and young men preparing
for Holy Orders? Such special prayer,
putting the emphasis where it belongs
would deepen the sense of fellowship
among us of the priesthood and take
some of the lonliness out of our life,
and it would have some of the same
effect on our lay people. One cannot
criticise one for whom we are praying.
And prayer is all but almighty—it is
resting our finite weakness upon the
Almighty Arm.

to be assistant Curate of St. Peter’s
Church, Ripon.

“Rev. Gardner Alpheus MacWhorter
to be Vicar of 8t. John’s Church, Wis-
consin Rapids.

“Rev. John Edward Wilkinson, to
be Vicar of St. Alban’s Church, Marsh-
field.

“Rev. Clark Anderson Wilson, to be
Rector of All Saints’ Church, Appleton,
and Rev. Crompton Sowerbutts, to be
Vicar of St. Michael’s Church, North
Fond du Lac. These eight Priests
received from other dioceses, together
with one Priest and one Deacon 1 have
ordained, make ten additions to our
clerical staff, and deducting the four
Priests I have transferred leaves us a net
gain of six.

New Church Dedication

“The morning of March 16th, being
the second Sunday in Lent, I opened
and blessed the Mission building pur-
chased at Park Falls. It had been
quite altered and in some respects al-
most rebuilt. It contains a small chapel
and guild rooms, and will, I hope, under
the faithful ministrations of Rev. Fr.
Evans, and the devoted work of our
small band of Church folk there, including
an active woman’s guild become a real
center of Christian worship and activity.
The dear Lord blesses our small begin-
nings. May He give this small effort
abundant blessings.

“The first Sunday in Advent, Nov.
30th, I formally opened and blessed a
new and greatly needed Guild Hall for
Christ Church, Green Bay. It cost, I
think, nearly a hundred thousand dollars,
is of fine architecture, well constructed
and takes its place among the two or
three best buildings of its kind in this
diocese. It is the gift of Mitchell
Johannes, a devout Communicant of the
Church in that parish in loving tribute
to his wife who I am glad to be able to
say is still living. He wished her to
enjoy it as the evening shadows lengthen,
and to add one more witness to God
and also to his wife for the joy of a
long and happy married life. Both what
we are accustomed to call the news of
the day, and, alas, also the records of
our courts tell constant and terrible
stories of what is spoken of as the failure
of marriage, which means of course, the
failure of manhood and womanhood,
and our story writers seem to take
special delight in loathsome details of
domestic tragedy. It is therefore a real
pleasure to find a man building a monu-
ment in grateful recognition to God and
also to his wife of a long life of wedded
happiness and joy.

“Monday, January 12th, 1925, I form-
ally opened and blessed a fine new Com-
munity House at Owen. I was assisted
by the Vicar and also by Rev. Fr. du
Domaine of Waupaca, and Rev. Fr.
Wilkinson of Marshfield. This House
is of such beautiful proportions and is
so well designed that it not only does
not detract from but adds to the beauty
of the fine church to which it is attached.
While our faithful little eongregation
greatly desired this Community House
and gave not only handsomely but I
think up to the very limit of its ability
towards its erection, this beautiful and
well arranged House could not possibly
have been erected but for the noble
generosity of the John D. Owen Lumber
Company who indorsed and sponsored
the work from the start, and gave far
the largest portion of the expense. The
moment the company saw that the church
was trying to erect a Community House
as a real center for the social life and
activity of the entire community it was
deeply interested. I think this a fine
example of the interest of a manufac-
turing company in the social welfare of
the community in which it is located.
and I am glad to say that the various
fraternal and social organizations of the
little city are actually using and appre-
ciating the Community House.

Church Support Gratifysng

“I am very happy over the greatly
increased offerings throughout the dio-
cese for the Church’s program. As you
will find from the report of that depart-
ment to be presented to you, during
the year 1924 have given much the largest
sum for the winning of the world for
Christ that the diocese has ever done.
I do not feel that the total sum is yet
large enough for us as a diocese to be
proud of, but we can be proud of the
steadily increasing offerings and of the
steadily increasing number of congre-
gations which reach and even exceed the
quota asked of them.

“The start of this new interest of
the diocese in the Church’s great Mis-
sion, ‘Go ye into all the world’ began
with a devoted layman of Neenah on
his return six years ago from our General
Convention at Detroit, but I think he
will agree with me that we owe it to the
consecrated energy, the ceaseless, tire-
less dynamic force of the head of our
diocesan department of the Church’s
program, the present rector of Neenah-
Menasha the very wonderful awakening
of this diocese to the vision of the great
mission work she is capable of both within
and without her own borders. In this
work, under an appropriation from your
Executive Board this Department has
enlisted the services of Rev. Frederick G.
Deis of Oconto, whose visits everywhere
through the diocese during nearly five
months past, meeting the clergy and
vestrymen and guilds and others have
borne abundant fruit and are full of
promise for the future. The report of
the treasurer of the Church’s program
will show how many of our congregations,

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THE INCARNATION AND
MISSIONS.

VeN. Kart Tiepemann, O. H. C.
Archdeacon of Ripon.

When people say, I do not believe
in Missions, perhaps does not their
difficulty lie in not understanding the
truth of the Incarnation? Let us see
what bearing this doctrine has on the
subject of Missions.

The word ‘Incarnation” means the
taking of flesh by God. When we say
the Nicene Creed we kneel down at.the
words, ‘“And was incarnate by the Holy
Ghost .of the Virgin Mary and was made
man.” We do this in humble thanks-
giving to our Lord who humbled Himself
to take unto Himself our human nature.

The Incarnation teaches us four things:
That our Lord is very God, that He is
perfectly Man, that He is God and Man
inseparably united, and that He is God
and Man unconfusedly united. Let us
consider these four things in order.

First, our Lord is God. The Christ
Who was born of the Blessed Virgin
Mary, Who was carried into Egypt, Who
grew up as a boy in Nazareth, Who faced
and suffered temptation in the wilderness,
Who went about doing good, Who per-
formed many miracles, Who agonized
for us in the Garden of Gethesemane,
Who died on the Cross of Cavalry, Who
rose again on the third day and ascended
into Heaven; this Christ is “God of God
and Light of Light, very God.of very
God, begotten, not made.”

Our Lord was not just a good man. He
was, of course, a very good man, the
Gentle-Man, the best man that ever
lived, for there was no spot of sin to be
found in Him. But He was more than a
very good man. He was ‘“God of God.”’
Our Lord was not only a prophet. He
was the greatest of all the prophets.
Prophecy came to its climax in Him.
He is the infallable teacher of Truth,
for He is Truth. But He is more than
that. He is our God, and the proof of this
is that we worship Him. We say our
prayers to our Lord, for He is God.
And as God, He is the God of the black
man and the yellow man as well as the
white man. He loves all men and craves
their love.

Second, our Lord is perfectly Man.
This would seem to be easier to believe
than that He is God, but if we consider
the matter a little we see that it is much
barder to believe that our Lord is Man
than to believe that He is God. “Our
Lord was incarnate by the Holy Ghost
of the Virgin Mary and was made Man.”
This means that He had a human mother
but He did not have a human father.,
He had a human mother, St. Mary.
Blessed Mary was a virgin before she
bore Him, she was a virgin when she
bore Him, and she is ever virgin. When
the Bible refers to the brethern of the
Lord it probably means children of St.

we do not say He was made “a man”
but He was made “Man.” This means
that while He was a man He was more
than that, He is Man. Morally speaking
He took unto Himself all of our human
nature. Our Lord gathered unto His
Sacred Heart all the moral attributes
which concerned every race of man.

He was of course by birth a Jew and
by profession a Rabbi. But He was
more than a Jew. He took unto Himself
all of the white race. He came, you see,
to save not only Jews, but also the Gen-
tiles and in order to be the Saviour of
the Gentiles as well as the Jews He had
to gather unto Himself all the nature of
the white man. And while, of course,
He was a white man, physically speaking,
morally speaking He gathered unto Him-
self all of human nature, which means
that He took unto Himself all the
attributes and perfections and moral
aspects of the black man as well as the
white man. Again, while individually
He was, of course, a white man, phys-
ically speaking, He gathered unto Him-
self not only all the attributes of the
white race and the black race but also
all the attributes of the yellow race.
You see our Blessed Lord came down
from Heaven to redeem all mankind and
in order to be the Saviour of all mankind,
to renew all human nature, He had to
gather unto Himself the nature of the

.yellow people, and the black people,

as well as the white people. That is,
of course, why we believe in Missions.
If our Lord had not became Man, if
He had not gathered unto Himself the
nature of the black people, and the
yellow people, and the red people, and
the brown people, there would be no
point in preaching Missions to these
people because He would not really be
their Saviour. But because He was the
Saviour of all mankind, therefore it is
that we preach Missions to other people
besides white people.

Again, while our Lord, physically
speaking, had the sex of a2 man, He had
gathered unto Himself all the moral per-
fections and attributes which we acsribe
to womankind as well as mankind.
There is alot of loose thinking and foolish
talk nowadays about the equality of the
sexes. They never can be equal. There
are some respects in which the male sex
always has been and always will be
superior to the female, and there are,
on the other hand, attributes and per-
fections and qualities which we find
superior in womankind. When knight-
hood was in flower, knighthood was in
flower because womanhood was in flower.
Now knighthood is not in flower, because
womanhood is not in flower. Every man
and every boy is just so much of a man
or a boy as he believes some woman,
either his mother or his sister or his
sweetheart expects him to be. Tt is the
glory of womankind to set an ideal. It
is the lot of womankind to save not only
their own souls but to set such an ideal

they are used. If a woman by smoking
can set a higher ideal then by all means
let her smoke, but I cannot myself
imagine the Blessed Mother of our Lord
with a cigarette in her mouth. So it is
that all those finer perfections and ideals
which we look for in womankind, these
attributes and moral qualities we find
in our Lord, for He had gathered unto
Himself not only all the moral perfec-
tions and attributes of manhood but also
those of womanhood.

This again is one of the glories of
Christian Missions, that it was not until
Christianity came into the world that
womankind were considered of any
value at all. Among many nations it
was held very unlucky for the first child
to be a girl, but Christianity which said
that our Lord summed up all the per-
fections of mankind—those of woman just
as much as those of man—has come with
a message of freedom for womankind,
and so it is that our Christian mission-
aries can bring the message of love to
the women of heathen nations as well as
to the men,

Our Lord was made Man as well as a
man. This means that He gathered unto
Himself all the qualities and attributes of
mankind and womankind, of the white
people, the black people, and the yellow
people. This means that our Lord can
understand everybody. There is not a
man or 8 woman or a child or a boy or an
old man or a maiden whom our Lord
does not Understand because He has
taken unto Himself all of human nature.
Because he has gathered unto Himself the.
human nature, the human qualities and
attributes and perfections of every var-
iety of human beings, so that it is that he
understands and sympathizes and can
satisfy us all.

We all have our dear friends and loved
ones to whom we turn to for sympathy
and consolation, but every one of them
fails ultimately to satisfy us. One of the
reasons why so many friendships are
wrecked is because we expect too much
of our friends. No one can really under-
stand and sympathize and satisfy people
like our Blessed Lord because He alone
has gathered unto Himself all our moral
attributes and perfections and qualities.
So is is that our Lord has re-created
human nature by gathering it unto Him-
self, because as Man He understands
everybody and because as God He can
help everybody.

Third, our Lord’s two natures—the
nature of God and the nature of man—
are united inseparably. He has only one
Person, the second Person of the ever-
blessed Trinity. But he has two natures,
the nature of God and the nature of
Man. The two Mass lights remind us
of the the two natures of our Lord.
Our Lord never stops being Man. He
was Man when He was incarnate in
the virgin’s womb; He was Man when He
was born and laid in the manger at
Bethlehem; He was Man when He went
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about doing good; He was Man when He
died on the cross; He was Man when He
rose again in His human flesh the third
day; and He carried our human nature
back to the throne on high. So it is
that this eycle of God’s love is completed.
Because of the failure of human nature
He came down from Heaven to redeem
us. He gathered unto His Sacred Heart
all of our human nature. He carried it
triumphantly through life and lived a
life of perfect love and carried it on high
back to the bosom of the Blessed Father.
He is Man on the right-hand of God and
the Blessed Sacrament of the Altar.

Fourth, our Lord’s two natures’ the
nature of God and the nature of man,
are united unconfusedly. The human was
not absorbed into the divine and the
divine was not emptied into the human.
It was in His human nature that our
Lord struggled against sin; it was in His
human nature that our Lord overcame
temptation; it was in His human nature
that our Lord suffered and agonized
during His passion. Very often people
complain of all they have to suffer and
bear, and when they are reminded that
our Lord had to suffer and bear all that,
they answer always, “But He is God.”
But He did not suffer as God. He
suffered in His human nature and the
suffering was all the more keen, all the
more severe, all the more drastic and
far-reaching because He had gathered
unto Himself all the nature of mankind
and He had to suffer every conceivable
struggle and sin in its essence. There is
a human heart of flesh which beats fox
love of you and me in Heaven. There
is a human heart which understands the
difficulties of the trials and temptations
of every one. There is a Human Heart
now in Heaven and the Blessed Sacra-
ment of the altar which alone ecan
sympathize and understand. Let us go,
therefore, to that Sacred Heart of our
Lord because as He is Man, He under-
stands and because as He is eternal God
He will help us. The reason we should
always believe in Christian Missions is
because this Human Heart beats for
love of all mankind, has experienced the
woes of all mankind and stands ready to
help all mankind whether they be of the
white race, the black race, the yellow
race, young or old, rich or poor. The
Sacred Heart of our Lord waits beating
with love for you.

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HOLY CROSS MOVES

At a recent meeting of the Chapter in
New York the Order of the Holy Cross
decided to withdraw from the purely
parochial work at St. Peter’s Church,
Ripon, and free the members now so
engaged for other work. Undoubtedly
there are other fields of endeavor where
the work of the Monastic is of greater
service than in the average Parish.

The work done by Monastic clergy in
the industrial and slum sections of great
cities, both in this country and in England
is noteworthy. The Order of the Holy
Cross has achieved well merited regard in
their work at Kent School and at St.
Andrew’s for Mountain boys. Their
most recent acquisition was the Holy
Cross Liberian Mission in West Africa.
Every churchman ought to know about
the heroic efforts of these Mission priests,
three hundred miles inland in darkest
Africa.

Marinette—St. Paul’'s, Rev. E. P.
Sabin, Rector. During the first ten days
of February, Father Joseph, the Superior
of the Order of St. Francis, conducted
a, preaching mission in St. Paul’s Church,
Marinette, Wisconsin. A children’s mis-
sion also was conducted by Brother
Marius, of the same order. This is the
first mission to be held in this parish in
more than twenty-five years, and it not
only helped the members of the parish
to understand and practice their religion,
but it attracted much attention from
outsiders as well. The church was well
filled each night, and the intent interest
of the congregation in the missioner’s
words was very noticeable.

One of the results of the mission apart
from the spiritual, has been the redeco-
ration of the altar by Brother James,
a Tertiary of the order, who visited with
the missioners during the last few days
of the mission.

The altar is a memorial given some few
years ago by Mrs. George Mitcheson, Sr.,
in memory of her husband and elder son,
both of whom were active members of
the parish.

North Fond du Lac—St. Michaels,
Rev. C. Sowerbutts, Viear. A firestarted
in the Guild Hall on the afternoon of
Thursday the 29th of January and burnt
a large hole in the floor of the hall.
A beam running underneath the open
fire-place had evidently been smoldering
since Monday night.

The damage done is estimated at

about $650.00.

Waupaca—St. Mark’s, the Rev. Alfred
L. du Domaine, Rector, has shown
remarkable spiritual and material growth
during the past year. Money may be
considered to be the acid test by some
but the spiritual growth of a Parish
cannot be tabulated and filed or reckoned
up in human statistics but will manifest
itself in the life of the peonle.

During the past year the Rector’s
stipend was increased, extensive improve-
ments made and additions put in the
interior of the Church and Guild Hall
including a new heating plant, stone
steps at the front of the Church and many
other things, all of which have been paid
for. Debts and Bank loans which the
present Rector found upon his arrival
two years ago have all been paid off.
The Parish budget for 1925 and a good
portion of the Program Quota has been
pledged. Financially speaking, St.
Mark’s is on ‘“easy -street.” On the
spiritual side the Rector is happy to re-
port the marked increase and frequency
in the number of early Communions
and also the larger number of men who
attend the services. St. Mark’s Choir
under the direction of the Rector com-
posed mostly of High School pupils is a
credit to the Parish and City.

STANDING COMMITTEE
The Rev. Messrs. E. W. Averill, R. A,
Heron, N. D. Stanley, L. D. Hopkins,
and F. P. Keicher were elected on the
Standing Committee. Messrs. Fred A.
Toster and Hamilton Roddis, F. 8.
Lamb, were elected as lay members.

CONVENTION DELEGATES

The Rev. Messrs. E. W. Averill, R. A.
Heron, William C. Way, and Edwin W.
Todd, were elected as clerical deputies
to the General Convention. Messrs.
Hamilton Roddis, E. O. Brown, Harry
Price, and Owen, were elected as lay
delegates.

EXECUTIVE BOARD

Rev. Messrs. William C. Way, H. 8.
Ruth, R. W. Mason, were elected as
the additional members of the Executive
Board. The extra member of the board
was made possible by a change in Canon
V. Sec. 2, to provide for Departments of
Publicity and Field.

NEW EPISCOPAL RESIDENCE

One of the features of the Jubilee
Celebration will be the inauguration of
a Fund to build a new residence for the
Bishop. The present house is altogether
unfitting for such purpose and certainly
reflects no credit on the Diocese which
provides so poorly for its chief Pastor.

At the Council a committee of fifteen
was appointed to undertake this work
and this committee reported that it
would need $50,000 for the erection and
endowment of a suitable edifice. The
Council decided to devote $30,000 of this
fund for the erection of the Bishop’s
house and $20,000 to an endowment fund
for the support of the residence.

Since the meeting of the Council the
sentiment that the amount should be
$100,000 has found expression. It is not
yet known if this sentiment has suffi-
ciently crystalized so as to make a change
in the total fund or whether the first
figure will stand.

Woman’s Auxiliary

A letter has been received from Miss
Lindley our headquarters Executive
Secretary, in which she urges us to ac-
quaint ourselves with the three most
important matters to be brought up at
the Triennial Meeting for legislation in
New Orleans, October 1925. These are,
Japanese Reconstruction Fund, United
Thank Offering, and our Study of Peace.
We are asked to study them, pro and con,
so those present can vote inteliigently.

One matter of immediate concern is
to” complete the Special—A House for
training colored women missionaries in
Raleigh, N. C., and the House for white
volunteers and missionaries on furlough
in New York.

“When we met in Portland we sup-
-posed that we could use the house Dr.
and Mrs. Hunter had so generously
offered, but it was afterward discovered
that this was not possible, as the house
will have to be pulled down, making
this part of the plan much more expensive
than anticipated, so you will urge
branches and individuals to give more
than they planned to give.” We must
go beyond $75,000,- the minimum sug-
gested in Portland, for both houses, and
of course we will.

Peace—Every branch is urged to
earnestly pray ‘“that methods of achieving
world peace may be successfully con-
summated, that war may be abolished,
and that the Golden Rule may become
the universal law of nations and peoples.”’
We recommend the organization of
study groups in parishes throughout the
Church to study carefully the methods of
establishing peace. Miss Boyer has pre-
pared the pamphlet to be used in these
study groups.

A request comes to each parish to
find a woman who will act as a represent-
ative of the Spirit of Missions, sending
the name and address of said woman to
Mr. John W. Irwin. The Spirit of Mis-
sions is one of our most interesting
study books.—Every physician takes his
Medical Journal, to keep in touch with
the progress of his line of work; why
should not Church women keep in touch
with the Church’s work; twelve copies,
only one dollar. In answering Auxiliary
roll-call with a news item of the Church’s
work, it is invaluable.

In Pennsylvania, $20,000 was netted
from their Silver Sale—which is a melt-
ing of all discarded broken jewelry.
The money raised from this source goes
to the Japanese reconstruction fund.

In regard to the United Thank Offering
we are sure to make every effort possible;
bach parish o get in touch with every
taptized woman, that all may have an
opportunity to send an offering to New
Orleans.

A request comes to us for prayers,
especially for Miss Tillotson, our Educa-

tional Secretary, who has been granted a
year’s leave of absence.

Any questions or any plan suggested
for action at the Triennial will be gladly
answered by Miss Grace Lindley, 281

The Ember
Guild has for its object ‘““the increase of
the ministry and the upbuilding of the
individual priestly life.” Our Bishop is
the Honorary Director and the Rev.
Wm. C. Way of Wausau is Secretary.

St.  Thomas’ Church, Neenah-
Menasha, has tried a new method for
the every member canvass. On the
Sunday before the canvass the men of
the parish called on every family—a
friendly call on fellow church members—
and incidentally explained that next
Sunday would be pledge Sunday. Cards
were left to be filled out and brought to
the service on Sunday. An envelope for
mailing was attached for the convenience
of those who might not be able to attend.
This seems an interesting and some how
more cordial method than the customary
solicitation. We shall look forward with
interest to seeing the results of this
method.

Incidentally, St. Thomas’ Church,
prints its own form of pledge card which
includes this item: “ This pledge provides
fifty cents for subscription to the Diocese
of Fond du Laec, and ten cents for sub-
seription to The Church at Work.”

THE GIFT—THE GIVER

St. John’s Church, Shawano, has a
new brass Sanctuary Bell presented by
a young boy. The gift of this thirteen
yvear old acolyte was purchased out of
his own earnings and savings. The Bell
was dedicated as a mermorial and
blessed at the late Mass on the second
Sunday in Advent.

Religous Education

The Rector of St. Thomas’ Church,
Neenah-Menasha, has tried an interesting
experiment. He sent to every child in
the parish a heart shaped valentine with
a bright new copper cent inserted in a
cut in the card, and on the valentine the
legend “Put your heart into your Mite
Box.” Apparently the penny goes with
the heart as a starter and an exampli-
fication of heart and treasure bound
together. The editor believes that St.
Thomas has constantly shown a degree
of interest in and support of the whole
church that other parishes might well
emulate.

THE LENTEN OFFERING
A Project in Christian Stewardship

Lent is now with us and the Len-
ten posters will make their appeal.
This Lenten offering is one of the greatest
projects in Christian stewardship that
is given to the children and youth in
the Church. There is nothing artificial
about it. It is real in every way. Itisa
definite problem in its natural setting.
The need is there and the call is one that
each child can answer. The Lenten
offering has an interested motive, the
real Christian motive of assisting those
who are our neighbors (and last year we
learned that our neighbor was anyone
who needed our assistance). The project
is carried to its completion. The money
is actually raised and sent to the mis-
sionary field. These are the many steps
and the test of a real project.

The year just past saw a Lenten
offering of nearly $450,000 given by the
children. This year we hope to do even
better.

Giving to missions cannot be separated
from other features of Church school
activity. Any school that develops a
proper spirit of devotion, loyalty, and
service will find little difficulty in this
opportunity for larger self-expression and
helpfulness. Giving of one’s money is
in reality giving one’s self, especially if
there is some sacrifice connected with it.
Certainly the actual money is not the
main object of this project. There
follows in its wake the knowledge of the
Church’s work, a sense of brotherhood,
and close relationship both to those who
represent us and to those needy ones to
whom our representatives minister in
Christ’s name. There is no question that
this project appeals to the feelings and
intelligence of the children. As such it
is distinctly educational.

PORTOZRICO SCHOOL
ANNEXES GARAGE
Unostentatious and little known among
our mission schools is St. John’s, San-
turce, (part of San Juan), Porto Rico.
Here is Miss B. L. Traylor, a “U. T. 0.”
worker and a fine trained teacher, runs

an excellent day school, primary and
grammar grades, for eighty pupils, aged
6 to 16, about half of them girls and half
boys, whose parents do not find it desir-
able to send them to the public schools.
They are the children of officials, Army
and Navy people and commercial res-
idents, by no means all Church families
but appreciative of the high standards
and training of the little Church school,
glad to pay the tuition and have their
children come to the inadequate and ill
equipped buildings. The School over-
flowed into a double garage in the yard
last year, which Miss Traylor secured
and improved with big windows, and
furnished with desks loaned by the
Y. M. C. A. Practically all the pupils
pay tuition. They have a chapel service
every day and a week-day period of
religious instruction every week, using
the Christian Nurture Series. Last year
there was a Confirmation class of thirteen
from the school.

ONEDIA CENTENNIAL

It is a happy coincidence that the
One Hundredth Anniversary of the
founding of the Oneida Mission falls
within the week of our Diocesan Jubilee.
In fact the date is St. Barnabas Day,
June 11. It is a part of the Jubillee pro-
gram to hold meetings and services in
other places besides the Cathedral, and
a pilgrimage to Oneida on June 11th will
find a place in the program. There are
many most interesting things in the
history of this work.

BISHOP TAKES REST

Bishop Weller is in Oakland, Miss.,
with his son Walter who has just been
married to a Miss Harris of that city.
The Bishop is taking a much needed
rest. Reports in some of the Church
papers that he had collapsed at the end
of the Council were in error and the
Bishop attended to other duties and had
an ordination after the Council. He has
needed a chance for rest and quiet for
some time and is now able to have it.
From Oakland the Bishop plans to go to
Florida, his old home, and visit with his
sisters. The date of his return to the
Diocese has not yet been determined,
but it will most likely not be before
Easter, possibly later. All join in wishing
him a very pleasant time and restored
health and vigor.

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Our JusBiLee OFFERING

It has been felt that there should be
some outward expression of thanks-
giving on the part of the Diocese as a
people that should take some practical
form, and so the council decided upon
raising a Jubilee fund of Fifty Thousand
Dollars, with a substantial part of which,
a new Episcopal Residence will be built.
The present home of the Bishop is a
delapidated wooden building in striking
contrast with the fine Cathedral build-
ings The incongruity at once strikes
the observer, and Churchmen in visiting
Fond du Lac have been mortified at
the inadequate home provided for the
Bishop of the Diocese.

How Moxey Wirl, BE RAISED

A committee of fifteen was appointed
by the Diocesan Council to form a plan
for raising the Jubilee Fund. The Com-
mittee have formed the following plan.

1. That every communicant member
of the Diocese contribute.

2 That the fund is to be paid up in
three years from June 1, 1925.

3. That the average contribution per
communicant shall be ten cents a week,
(one brick).

4. That the committee provide en-
velopes for all who will give on the
weekly plan.

5. That those who can give more
than the average, be solicited to do so,
in order that the average per commun-
icant from each parish be maintained.

6. Each congregation is to appoint

a local treasurer and committee to
solicit these pledges, and to see to their
collection. There is to be a member of
the Woman’s Guild and of the Church
School on each local committee.
. 7. The whole Jubilee Program in-
cluding the Jubilee Thank Offering is to
be presented to each congregation on the
Fourth Sunday in Lent, March 22, and
if possible the clergy arrange to exchange
on this day, that the plan may be
presented by a visiting priest, and that if
practical, a layman also explains the
financial features of the plan.

Tae NEeEp oF THE JUBILEE PraN

In most cases when there is a work
to be done or service to be rendered, the
person who does the service derives as
much benefit as the recipient. So it is
with this plan. The Diocese needs a
constructive program that will bring us
all together with a common object, and
make us feel our diocesan unity and
strength. We need the opportunity to
work together for an object that is worth
while, for the benefit of the Diocese as a
whole. We need a program that is
cumulative and extends over more than
one year. We need to have this dis-
tributed so evenly that it will not bear
hardly on any single individual, or inter-
fere with his or her responsibility for
the local Church work. At the same time
.we will be constantly reminded that we
are engaged in building up a great work
that will stand for fifty and hundreds

— e ey

of years to come. So we will bring our
tale of bricks week by week, bricks from
Ashland and bricks from Waupun, bricks
from Marinette and bricks from Ply-
mouth, bricks from boys and girls and
bricks from men and women, week by
week and year by year, piling them up
to build a house for the Bishop and to
add to the endowment of our Diocese.

Let us remember that all over the
country our fellow Churchmen are build-
ing their Cathedrals. They are raising
millions of money to do this. We do not
have to build a Cathedral. Ours is
already built. It is one of the most
beautiful churches in the world. Visiting
architects have said so. And what is
more, the Diocese did not have to build
it or pay for it. It was built as a parish
church, by the parish at Fond du Lac,
and it was adorned and beautified by
the personal friends of the Diocese and
of Bishops Brown and Grafton. There
is only the more humble task of building
a home for the Bishop that will cor-
respond to the beautiful Cathedral that
was given to us. This we shall be glad
to do. Our fathers of fifty years ago
were men of faith and vision. Let us
follow in their footsteps.

HisTORIGRAPHER

Rev. A. P. Curtiss, Rector of Grace
Church, Sheboygan, has been appointed
historian for the occasion of the Jubilee.
He is intrusted with the task of writing
a history of the Diocese from the time
of its foundation, which will be suitably
illustrated and printed in substantial
book form. The book will also include a
one page monograph of each of the
parishes and missions of the Diocese,
also illustrated. Father Curtiss has sent
out a request to each priest to provide
the necessary data. Do not delay in
meeting this request.

large and small, have met and some few
even exceeded their allotted quota for
this fund and the even larger number
which have greatly increased their offer-
ings over the previous years and are
looking hopefully and even eagerly
toward meeting their full quota for 1925.
These congregations have lost nothing
from their local offerings and have finally
answered the old objection. ‘We cannot
give so large a percentage of our offerings
without handicapping our local work.’
To all our people, priests and laymen,
and they are happily very many, -who
following the diocesan leadership, have
added so handsomely in bringing about
this greatly improving condition, I give
my hearty congratulations and loving
thanks.

“To all the other reports from the
Department of Christian Education, the
Department of Social Service, the De-
partment of Missions, the Department
of Finance, the Department of the
Church Pension Fund,. the report of the
Trustees of the Diocese, and its Treas-

urer, and the report of the Treasurer
of the Diocese, I call your -careful
attention. They all in varying degrees
are well worthy of the important sub-
jects they deal with.

Annaversary in June

“When this council finishes its work
today, it is proposed to adjourn it to
the week beginning Monday evening,
June 8, and ending Saturday morning,
June 13, being the week following Trinity
Sunday, in order to keep the fiftieth
anniversary of the founding of this
diocese. The, men who founded it,
bishops, priests and laymen, were men
of large caliber, deep faith, and high
resolve, worthy of all honor. ‘There
were giants on the earth in those days.’
It is well that we should study them
and the small beginnings of the Church
in this diocese and thank God for their
faith, devotion, and labors we have en-
tered into. There is an able committee
appointed by our last annual council
which will bring in a report on this
subject for your consideration and co-
operation.

“The triennial general convention of
the church in the United States is to
meet God willing, in New Orleans, La.,
this coming October. While it still has
much to do in the matter of missions
it will have added interest because it is
hoped it may complete the somewhat
large and important amendments to the
Book of Common Prayer on which it
has been at work for the past six years.
As the prayer book even aside from its
liturgical significance and value has been
pronounced by men of the highest
literary standing, as aside from the
English Bible, our church’s greatest con-
tribution to the English speaking race,
this final work on the revision should
command our very earnest and active
attention. You will elect four priests
and four laymen as your representatives
in that general convention. Our reverend
secretary will in due time notify you of
many other elections you will be called
upon to make today.

“Asking in this solemn eucharist the
dear God’s presence and guidance and
His richest blessings on your several
congregations, your families and all the
work we here undertake for Christ, His
church, and His people everywhere.
May the Grace of our Lord Jesus Christ
be with you all. Amen.
