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FORTY YEARS A PRIEST

The Rev. James Madison Johnson, Rector
of St. John’s, Wisconsin Rapids, will cele-
brate the 40th Anniversary of his Ordina-
tion to the Priesthood on St. Thomas’ Day,
December 21. His congregation will honor
him in special services and a dinner on De-
_cember 19th when the Bishop will be present
for Holy Confirmation.

Father Johnson has an enviable record of
Church and Community service, and is well
known and beloved throughout the Mid-
West. His service has included the following:
St. Ambrose’ Church, Chicago Heights
(1903-1906); St. Augustine’s, Rhinelander
(1906-1913) ; Redeemer, Elgin, Ill., (1913-
1923); Archdeacon of Southwest Kansas

(1923-1925); and St. John’s, Wisconsin
Rapids (1925 to date). In each of these
places new churches were built during his
rectorship except at Rhinelander where the
Parish Hall was erected during his time. He
has Baptized 535 adults and children, and
has presented for Confirmation the amazing
total of 805 persons, of which 310 were
Contifimied at Wiscorsin Kapids. ‘

Not content with the work of his par-
ishes, he started a number of mission stations
nearby, opening three in Kansas alone while
serving as Archdeacon. Of greatest interest
to our own Diocese has been his untiring ser-
vice which has included: 14 years on the
Executive Board; Deputy to General Con-
vention; Chairman of City-wide Religious
Census and Go-to-Church Sunday; organ-
ized St. John’s Boy Rangers, and first troop
of Girl Scouts in the city; member and pres-
ident of Boy Scout Council; Instituted Ar-
mistice Day services with patriotic societies
and all churches .co-operating; Organized
Young DPeople’s Society of the Diocese
through the first of seven Camp Conferences
at Nepco Lake; organized a Christmas Com-
munity Pageant; took the lead in a cam-
paign for a Community Building and Recre-
ation Program.

oF PRAYER. Thus will go up to Almighty
God a united intercession for His protection
of our armed forces, for guidance for our
leaders, for a worthy victory, a righteous
peace, and a new day of gocd will amang
men. Let the day be an outpouring of our
people from morning ‘to night a day made
strong and significant by the pasiicipation
of EVERY MEMBER.

The remarkable text of the proclamat’on
made public by the White House, follows:

“At the end of the year 1943, which lias
not only made manifest the devotion aad
courage of our nation’s sons but has also
crowned their efforts wizh Lrilliant success
on every battlefront, it is fitting that we set
aside a day of prayer to give thanks to Al-
mighty God for His constant provil:uce
over us in every hour of national peace and
rational peril.

“At the beginnina of the rew year 1944,
which now lies befoc2 us, it is fitting that
we pray to be preserved from false pride of
accomplishments and from wilful neglect
of the last measure of public and private
sacrifice necessary to attain final victory
and peace.

“May we humbly seek strength and guid-
ance for the problems of widening warfare
and for the responsibilities of increasing viz-
tory. May we find in the infinite mercy of
the God of our fathers some measure of
comfort for the personal anxieties of separa-
tion and anguish of bereavement.

“Now, therefore, I, Franklin D. Roose-
velt, President of the United States of Amer-
ica, do hereby appoint Saturday, the first
day of January, 1944, as a day of prayer for
all of us, in our churches, in our homes, and
in our hearts, those of us who walk in the
familiar paths of home, those who fight on
the wide battlefields of the world, those who

THE MAN OF ALASKA

PeTer TriMBLE ROWE
by
Thomas Jenkins, D.D.
Formerly Bishop of Nevada

Peter Trimble Rowe was born November
20, 1856, at Meadowville, Ontario Canada.

Ordained Deacon on- November 3, 1878,
and advanced . te the priesthood in 1880, he
was consecrated Bishop of the Missionary
District of Alaska on November 30, 1895,
in St. George’s Church, New York City.
Thus began the heroic life and labors and
FAITH of the man who will be remembered
and jrayed for, for generations to come.

Bishop Rowe’s first service in Alaska was
held in Fairbanks. When -he arrived he found
the main street lined with saloons and people
with hard-boiled sourdoughs. He picked the
place which drew the largest crowds — Cy
Marx’s saloon — strode in, and introduced
himself. The Bishop preached a sermon,
leaning against the bar. A  collection
amounting to $1,400 was taken up.

For forty-six years, Bishop Rowe, The
Man of Alaska, worked and lived in Alaska.
From Ketchikan to Pt. Hope, from the Ber-
ing Sea to Circle City, year in and year out,
in summer and winter, bucking the elements
and even mankind, the Bishop kept “mush-
ing"” on. White men, Indians, Eskimos —
all were his people.

During the winter, the Bishop traveled
on snowshoes behind dog teams; in summer
thousands of miles were covered by launch
along the territorial rivers. At the age of 74,
the Bishop of all outdoors took to the air,
and the airplane became his favorite vehicle
of travel.. -

It was up in the snowbound woods of
Oneida County, at Wisconsin’s rehabilitation
camp, Lake Tomahawk. I mysclf had broken
down with tuberculosis, and ncw I was get-
ting well. So I tramped through the cold
dark woods with swinging strides and sing- .
ing thoughts. Now I knew what Christmas
seals had done — for me.

Last night I was at 2 meeting. The room
was full of eager, healthy young people.
Some were working in offices, some in de-
fense plants, all doing their part for the
America they loved. All, like I, had “taken
the cure”. All, like I, were well again be-
cause of things that Christmas Seals have
fought for — case-finding, sanatorium care,
rehabilitation.

What do Christmas Seals mean to me?
Christmas Seals mean human lives. Christ-
mas Seals mean laughter, and children, and
the joy of work to lives otherwise stricken.
Christmas Seals mean home again, and a
share in keeping America’ free and strong.
Christmas Seals mean my life — and my
brother’s life. '

WOMEN T‘RAINED FOR RELIGIOUS
WORK NEEDED BY CHURCHES

Demand Far Exceeds Supply

Declaring that there is a constant de-
mand for trained women Church workers,
Miss Ellen B. Gammack, personnel secre-
tary of the Woman’s Auxiliary of the Epis-
copal Church, says that “Right now I know
of more than 40 positions where trained
women are needed, and there are many
others.”

Women are entering the various Church
training schools, Miss Gammack says, but
the number of such entries is affected by
the opportunities for industrial war work,
defense work, the WIAC, WAVES, SPARS

and Marines.

Miss Gammack points out that “the gen-
eral feeling is that few if any young people
will be sent abroad for post-war construc-
tion, but rather a smaller number of well-
trained and skilled experienced workers will
be sent. For this type of work, and Church
social service work we are asking for names
and addresses of suitable women for follow-
up at the conclusion of the war.”

PRIEST HONORED ON TWO
ANNIVERSARIES

The congregation of All Saints’, Apple-
ton, turned out in force on Sunday, Decem-
ber 12th, in love and respect for their rec-
tor, the Rev. William J. Spicer. The occasion
marked the fifteenth anniversary of his Or-
dination to the Priesthood on December 6th,
and the tenth anniversary of his rectorship
of All Saints’ on December 16th. The cele-
bration featured a Holy Eucharist in the

morning with a packed church, and a recep-

tion that evening, the wardens, vestrymen,
and guilds sponsoring both events through
a special invitation to all members and
friends. The evening affair included -enter-
tainment, reading of greetings from old
members, and the presentation of a gift to
the popular rector.

After graduation from Carleton College
and Seabury Divinity School, the Rev. “Bill”
Spicer became Vicar of St. James’ Mission,
Minneapolis whcih was one of the fastest
growing congregations in the Diocese of
Minnesota. Coming to All Saints’ in 1933,
he has quietly and prayerfully led his people
forward in service. He has the happy faculty
of developing among his people a warm
family spirit which makes them love to serve
and worship tgoether.

BOOKS FOR MERCHANT
MARINE

Books are needed urgently for merchant
seamen and men of the Coast Guard. Presid-
ing Bishop Tucker points to this need as an

.opportunity for Church people to do a use-

ful work in the war, and is urging fullest
co-operation. His own library has already
contributed about a hundred books to the
American Merchant Marine Library Associa-
tion, which is located at 45 Broadway, New
York City, and of which Mrs. Henry How-
ard of Newport, R. I, is president.

Mrs. Howard in a recent letter to the
Presiding Bishop explains that “seagoing
Libraries, each a chest of 40 carefully cho-

sen books, are placed on as many American

merchant ships as possible, but we long to
serve them all.”

The Association maintains dispatch of-
ficers in New York, Baltimore, Boston, New
Orleans, Norfolk, Philadelphia, San Fran-
cisco, Sault Ste. Marie, and Seattle, and in
addition, there are distributing points in
Charleston, Chicago, Portland and Provi-
dence. All of these local ponits, readily lo-
cated through telephone directories or dio-
cesan offices, will receive donations of books
and magazines.

During the first ten months of this year
over 8,000 seamen called at the Association’s
headquarters office in New York with a
large number of requests for technical books.

Mrs. Howard expressed regret at being
unable to place a Prayer Book in each of
the libraries sent out. “It was a matter of
deep regret,” she said, “that we did not have
one to give to an officer who asked for it,
stating that he was just starting on a ship
in a convoy and that he inteded to hold
services with a crew of 150 men.”

Bishop Tucker points out that the Vic-
tory Book Campaign has come to an end,
as the Government now supplies ample
funds for library service to both Army and
Navy. Unfortunately these funds are not
extended either to the merchant seamen or
to the Coast Guard, although the Coast
Guard is a part of the Navy in time of War.

The American Merchant Marine Library
Association is chartered by the Board of
Regents of the State of New York.

tributed $105,309 to the Presiding Bishop’s
Fund for World Relief. Of this, $25,000 is
a special contribution from the United
Thank Offering of the women of the
Church.

“We all know the great need for world
relief,” Bishop Tucker said. “Happily the
United Nations have organized a concerted
attack on the physical aspects of the prob-
lem. This means that food, shelter, clothing
and medical care will be provided by Gov-
ernment funds. But the religious, spiritual
and cultural needs of the war-town peoples
are the responsibility and opportunity of the
Churches and voluntary agencies.

“We are all delighted with the response
Churchmen have made to the Presiding
Bishop’s Fund for World Relief. We are
playing our part with other Churches in
supporting the work of Christian agencies
to suffering humanity. The need for world
relief is great and continuous; we must
match it with our gifts.” ‘

The gift of the Woman’s Auxiliary was
designated, $10,000 for War Prisoners’ Aid,

and $15,000 for relief in Free China. The
latter designation was divided between the
Church Committee on China Relief and our
own missionaries in China, both native and
foreign. -

Dr. Lewis B. Franklin, National Council
treasurer, received. a cable from Arthur Al-
len, late in November, acknowledging a
gift of $3000 from the Presiding Bishop’s
Fund, which, he said, “etiables clothing
bonus to all Chinese workers.”

Another recent grant from the Fund was
$1000 to. the Foreign Missions Conference
for fapfine relief in India. The Diocese of
Fond-du Lac has contributed $500,00 to this
fund from its 1943 War Chest. Additional
folders entitled, “These, too, were Home-
less”, and individual offering envelopes are
available to congregations who desire furth-
er participation in this worthy object. “The
United Nations will take care of the physi-
cal aspects of world relief. But religious,
spiritual and cultural needs of the war-torn
people are the opportunity of the Churches,”
writes the Presiding Bishop.
